1. WHAT AM I SUPPOSED TO DO AS A TABLE 

HOSTESS? 

 Invite 9 guests to sit with you at your table     

(We will fill seats you don't fill) 

 In this packet you will find 15 Conference 

Flyers to invite your guests 

 Arrive at 11:30am the day of the event for Table Hostess Meet-Up and Brief 

 Attend all scheduled Hostess functions 

 Call your guests to follow up and finalize your RSVP list  

 Be sure all guests have registered and noted you as their Table Hostess for table assignment 

 Facilitate table discussion and coaching exercises throughout event 

 Attend the "Big Picture Event" following the conference
